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DAY 1 - SINGAPORE — HOBART (TRANSIT @ MEL/SYD/BNE)

DAY 2 - TASMAN MUSEUM / SALAMANCA MARKET / MOUNT WELLINGTON / CASCADE BREWERY / RICHMOND

Upon arrival at Hobart, pick up from the airport (recommended to arrive before 10am) to visit the city of Hobart. Hobart is located at the
mouth of the Derwent River. It was builtin 1803 and is the second oldest city in Australia. Stop at Salamanca Square well-known for its vibrant
mix of restaurants, boutique stores and heritage buildings. Head to explore the town of Richmond, a fascinating town deeply-rooted in colonial
history. This area consists of a number of significant heritage landmarks, such as the Richmond Bridge, St John’s Catholic Church and the
oldest Post Office in Australia. Drive to Wellington Park to see Mount Wellington, a mountain that ores spectacular views of the city below.
Later, we drop in to Cascade Beer Factory and observe the brewing process in making one of Tasmania’s most famous beers. Lastly you can
visit éhe)oldest Casino in Australia by your own arrangement after tour. Later, we explore Tasmania Museum and Art Gallery (closed on
Monday

DAY 3 - PORT ARTHUR / PIRATE BAY / BLOW HOLE / TASMAN ARCH / TESSELLATED PAVEMENT / DEVIL’S KITCHEN /

HONEY FACTORY
After breakfast, Journey to the Tasman Peninsula and Visit local attractions like the Remarkable Cave, blow hole, Tasman Arch, tessellated
pavement, devil's kitchen and go on a cruise around Port Arthur, which was once a notorious place famous for its convict settlement in the
1800s. See the chilling Penitentiary and Separate Prison among st a number of other landmarks and learn about the life of the convicts within
the walls of these buildings. We will visit Tasmania honey center on the way back.

DAY 4 - KATE BERRY FARM / SWANSEA / FREYCINET NATIONAL PARK / WINEGLASS BAY

After breakfast, Pay a visit to Kate Orchard and indulge in their delicious fresh berries. You will have the opportunity to sample some of their
chocolates, jams and sweets produced in-house. We then travel onwards to Freycinet Peninsula, a 38km long stretch of pristine coast land.
Surrounded by white sandy beaches, aquamarine waters and lush forests and vegetation, this peninsula is also home to Wineglass Bay,
considered to be one of the best beaches in the world. In the afternoon, we cross over the town of Swansea.

DAY 5 — CRADLE MOUNTAIN / DOVE LAKE / SHEFFIELD

After breakfast, Today we travel to Sheffield, the town of murals, on the north-west coast of Tasmania. See the murals scattered throughout
the town and unearth the profound history behind each one of them. Next, we take a tour through a Honey Farm and taste some natural honey
before visiting the majestic Cradle Mountain, one of the four summits of the mountain range. At the base of the mountain, we will visit Dove
Lake, a popular destination perfect for nature walks and views of breathtaking sceneries.

DAY 6 — LAUNCESTON / CATARACT GORGE RESERVE / TAMAR VALLEY / SWISS TOWN / WETLAND PAR / BRIDESTOWE LAVENDER FARM
OR ROSS TOWN

Launceston is Tasmania's second largest city and is decorated by elegant architecture in Edwardian and Victorian styles. Only 15 minutes
away from the city, Visit the Cataract Gorge Reserve. There we can enjoy the valley surrounded by mountains by cable car (A$15). Only 10
minutes driving towards north, visit Tamar Valley. In December and January, travel onwards to the Bridestowe Lavender Farm (A$20); here
we can buy the very popular lavender bear. (It is the largest lavender farm in Southern hemisphere-seasonal). Alternatively we might go to
Ross town. Next, Head over to the third oldest bridge in Australia (Ross Bridge) and go to the Rose Bakery to enjoy fresh-baked dishes (own
expenses). Via Tamar hoon’s lookout, a unique observation deck to enjoy the beautiful scenery of whole Launceston, we will visit the Swiss
Heritage Village, enjoy European style town.
